Day Destinations 

4-hour Charter 

• “Beer Can Island” 

o Anchor off this popular island for lunch and a swim. 

• St. Petersburg 

o Cross Tampa Bay for a boat tour of the beautiful waterfront of 

downtown St. Petersburg. 

• Sunset Cruise 

o Watch the sunset over the beautiful skyline of downtown St. 

Petersburg. 

• Wedding Cruise 

o Tie the knot onboard Day Dreamer as you cruise the waters of Tampa 

Bay.   

 

Full-Day Charter 

• Historic Fort DeSoto Tours 

o Guided historic tours of the Spanish American War era Fort DeSoto 

by published historian Capt. Scott.  Tour includes the 1898 remains of 

fortifications including barracks, original cannon, magazines, and Civil 

War cemetery. This fort was later used during WW II and renamed 

Fort Dade.  Visit the Fort DeSoto lighthouse, one of the oldest 

operating lighthouses in Florida. 

• Intracoastal Waterway Tour 

o Cruise the waters of the ICW past the communities of historic 

Gulfport, St. Pete Beach, John’s Pass, and Treasure Island, and 

Clearwater, with stopovers at pristine island beaches, shopping, and 

countless tiki bars. 

• Clearwater Excursion 

o Visit the popular tourist destination of Clearwater beach with its 

hundreds of restaurants, bars, and sugar-sand beaches. 

 



• Beach Excursion 

o Take the tender to enjoy one of many beaches and sandbars found 

around Tampa Bay. 

• Fort DeSoto Snorkeling 

o Spend a day anchored off the historic ruins of Fort DeSoto for a 

snorkeling adventure in the clear waters surrounding the Spanish 

American War era fort.  This snorkeling site is known for its clear 

water and the abundance of tropical fish. 

• St. Petersburgh Excursion 

o Visit beautiful downtown St. Petersburgh. Attractions include the 

recently completed “Pier”, the Dali Museum, featuring the works of 

Surrealist artist Salvador Dali, the Venoy Park, and numerous shops, 

restaurants and bars. 

• Anna Maria Island 

o Spend the day at the beautiful artist’s community of Anna Maria 

Island. Browse the numerous galleries, boutiques, and shops, then 

enjoy a meal at one of many restaurants to be found there. 

Overnight 

• St. Petersburg  

o (18 nm) Spend an evening at the dock of the Venoy resort, exploring 

the restaurants, bars, galleries, and sport’s venues of downtown St. 

Petersburg. 

• Anna Maria Island 

o (32 nm) Spend the day at the beautiful artist’s community of Anna 

Maria Island. Browse the numerous galleries, boutiques, and shops, 

then enjoy a meal at one of many restaurants to be found there. 

  



• Eggmont Key 

o (25 nm) Spend a couple days enjoying the historic island. Snorkel the 

clear waters teaming with tropical fish and explore the submerged 

historic ruins of the Spanish American-era Fort DeSoto. Or go ashore 

and tour the buildings, cannon, Civil War-era cemetery, lighthouse 

and other features from this little-known period in American History.  

After a long day of exploring, watch the sunset over the Gulf of 

Mexico as you spend the night at anchor below the walls of the fort. 

• Sarasota 

o (48 nm) Navigate Tampa Bay and the Intracoastal Waterway to enjoy 

an evening in the beautiful city of Sarasota.  After leaving Tampa Bay 

in our wake, we pass Anna Maria Island and Longboat Key to dock at 

Marina Jack’s on Sarasota’s waterfront.  A large selection of 

restaurants, bars and shops are within easy walking distance. 

• Longboat Key 

o (46 nm) Cross Tampa Bay for Long Key via the ICW. Overnight at the 

Longboat Key Club. Return the following day with a stop-over at 

Egmont Key. 

Multiple-Day Itineraries 

• Three Day 

o St. Petersburg/Clearwater 

 Day 1-(18 nm) Cross Tampa Bay to St. Petersburg for an 

evening enjoying the city’s restaurants, shops, bars and sports 

venues. 

 Day 2- (30 nm) Travel up the gulf coast ICW to Clearwater 

Beach, one of the most popular destinations in Florida. 

 Day 3- (39 nm) Take the offshore route back to Tampa Bay 

under the Sunshine Skyway Bridge. 

 

o Anna Maria Island/Sarasota 

 Day 1- (32 nm) Cross Tampa Bay bound for Anna Maria Island. 

Explore the shops and restaurants of this beautiful artist’s 

community. 



 Day 2- (28 nm) Underway for Sarasota. Spend the night on the 

town in Sarasota. 

 Day 3- (48 nm) Return trip to Tampa via the ICW. 

 

o Egmont Key/St. Petersburg 

 Day 1-(25 nm) Spend a day enjoying the historic island. Snorkel 

the clear waters teaming with tropical fish and explore the 

submerged historic ruins of the Spanish American-era Fort 

DeSoto. Or go ashore and tour the buildings, cannon, 

lighthouse and other features from this little-known period in 

American History.  After a long day of exploring, watch the 

sunset over the Gulf of Mexico as you spend the night at 

anchor below the walls of the fort. 

 Day 2- (17 nm) Underway for downtown St. Petersburg for an 

afternoon and evening enjoying the city’s restaurants, shops, 

bars and sports venues. 

 Day 3- (17 nm) Underway for Tampa with a stop-over at “Beer 

Can Island”. 

 

• Four Day 

o Sarasota/Boca Grande/Anna Maria Island 

 Day 1- (48 nm) Underway for Sarasota. Spend the night at 

Marina Jacks and enjoy an evening on the town in Sarasota. 

 Day 2-(47 nm) Spend the night at the Boca Grande Marina, 

Boca Grande (Gasparilla Island). 

 Day 3- (63 nm) Northbound on the ICW for Anna Maria Island. 

Explore the shops and restaurants of this beautiful artist’s 

community. 

 Day 4-(32 nm) Return to Tampa with a stop-over at Fort 

DeSoto for historic tour of the Spanish American War-era fort, 

or snorkeling. 

 



• Five Day 

o Sarasota/Boca Grande/Sanibel Island/Longboat Key 

 Day 1- (48 nm) Underway for Sarasota. Spend the night at 

Marina Jacks and an evening on the town in Sarasota. 

 Day 2-(47 nm) Underway for Boca Grande (Gasparilla Island). 

Spend the night at Boca Grande Marina. 

 Day 3- (25 nm) Underway for Sanibel Island. Spend the night at 

Sanibel Island Marina, (or Moss Marine, Ft. Myers Beach). 

 Day 4-(79 nm) Underway for Longboat Key. Spend the night at 

Longboat Key Club, Longboat Key. 

 Day 5-(46 nm) Underway for Tampa with stop-over at Egmont 

Key. 

• 6 Day 

o Lake Okeechobee Waterway Transit (one way) 

 Day 1- (48 nm) Underway for Marina Jack’s, Sarasota. 

 Day 2-(47 nm) Underway for Boca Grande Marina, Boca 

Grande. 

 Day 3-(40 nm) Underway for Fort Myers Municipal Marina, 

Fort Myers. 

 Day 4-(57 nm) Underway for Moore Haven, at the foot of the 

Moore Haven lock. 

 Day 5-(78 nm) Cross Lake Okeechobee bound for Stuart at the 

east entrance to the Okeechobee Waterway. 

 Day 6-(74 nm) Underway for Ft. Lauderdale. 

• Eight Day 

o Boca Grande/Naples/Key West 

 Day 1- (90 nm) Take the outside route to Boca Grande Marina, 

Boca Grande. 

 Day 2-(60 nm) Take outside route to Naples City Dock, Naples 

(Marco Island as backup). 

 Day 3-(98 nm) Underway for Key West. 

 Day 4 -At dock Key West. 

 Day 5-(90 nm) Underway for Marco Island Marina, Marco 

Island (Naples back up). 



 Day 6-(73 nm) Underway for Boca Grande Marina, Boca 

Grande. 

 Day 7-(47 nm) Underway for Marina Jack’s, Sarasota.
